River Trading Post expands into the 
old Russell Foutz Indian Room, 

Scottsdale, Ariz., beginning in August. 

Less than two years after opening 
shop in East Dundee, River Trad-
ing Post counts people from all 
50 states, as well as Spain, England 
and Germany, among the many 
who have discovered the collec-
tions of museum-quality Native 
American art at the quaint, out-of-
the-way trading post.

If the employer 
is violating the law and the working con-
ditions are or are becoming intolerable, 
action on your behalf, may cease the be-
havior so you do not have to leave or may 
provide the employer with an incentive to 
offer you a severance package, if the em-
ployer anticipates a violation of the law 
occurred and that legal action will com-
mence. 

In order to pursue a case of construc-
tive discharge, a Charge of Discrimination 
under the applicable statute must be filed 
with a state or federal administrative agen-
cy.

Is Long-Term Care Insurance for You?

When an employee involuntarily re-
signs in order to escape intolerable and 
illegal employment requirements to which 
he or she is subjected because of race, 
color, religion, sex or national origin, the 
employer has committed a constructive 
discharge in violation of Title VII. An ac-
tion for constructive discharge can also be 
stated under the Age Discrimination in 
Employment Act and the Americans with 
Disabilities Act and most other federal 
statutes. 

An action for constructive discharge will 
subject an employer to a federal or state 
court action for damages, including the

employee's lost wages, benefits, attorney's 
fees, costs, and compensatory and puni-
tive damages.

Patients often ask at what age it is best to 
get certain procedures done. This will 
vary from patient to patient, but there are 
some general guidelines that apply in 
most cases. Ultimately, only the patient 
along with their surgeon can determine if 
a certain procedure is right for them or if 
the timing is appropriate. 

Eyelid Rejuvenation 
Most people will notice the aging process 
first around their eyes. Some puffiness 
beneath the eyelids, especially in the 
morning, will get more and more notice-
able. This can create a tired look even 
when the person is well rested. Although 
some people will notice this in their twen-
ties, this usually becomes more apparent 
in the thirties and forties. Although both 
upper and lower eyelids may age simul-
taneously, some people will notice only 
one or the other aging sooner. 

Fine lines will begin to appear around 
the eyes in the late twenties or early thir-
ties. These can be treated with light chem-
ical peeling or the newer glycolic acid 
creams at home. 

Facial Rejuvenation- 
Facelifting 

Facial rejuvenation involves a number of 
different procedures. The most common 
is facelifting. Facelifting improves jowling 
and looseness of the neck through inci-
sions around the ears. This procedure is 
rarely done on patients in their thirties. 
Most patients are in their forties and older. 
It is common to perform facelifting at the 
same time as eyelid rejuvenation. 

Facial Rejuvenation— 
Forehead Lifting 

A forehead lift allows the brows to be 
elevated as well as the frown lines smooth-
ed. This is done through an incision be-
hind the hairline. Although some patients 
may have low lying brows in their thirties, 
most do not seek forehead lifting until 
their forties. It is common to perform fore-
head lifting along with a facelift.

Facial Rejuvenation— 
Chemical Peeling 

Chemical peeling is designed to smooth 
the skin. A number of new light and me- 
dium depth chemical peels have become 
available for younger patients with early, 
fine lines. Patients in their twenties may 
undergo light chemical peeling. The more 
sun damage there has been to the skin, 
the deeper the lines will be and the deeper 
the chemical peel needed to affect them. 

Rhinoplasty 
Rhinoplasty or nasal recontouring is com-
monly performed on teenagers and young 
adults though older patients are candi-
dates as well. The younger patients typi-
cally seek a smaller, more attractive nose 
than the one they were born with. Older 
patients, however, may notice signs of ag-
ing in the appearance of their noses. The 
tip of the nose tends to droop with age. 
Simply elevating the tip will give the ag-
ing patient a younger look.

Only a fully 
informed patient can make such a deci-
sion. The best time to undergo a particu-
lar procedure is when that procedure will 
result in a noticeable improvement in 
whatever features are undesirable to the 
patient.
