IN .almost every city 'wher s vitrified. paving 'brick 

have been used-in pavemeits for a lon£ period of 
years 'and other types p pavements have been 

experimented with in the me n^ime, the Btory is the 
name—the brick pavements] ven when inadequately 
designed and poorly const n/c ed, prove to have 'been • 
the mo9t economical, theUhea, ieat per square yard per 
year of service.
