I WHY THEY FIGHT
ISometimes wonder is expressed over the 

action of big corporations in spending thous­
ands of dollars in an effort to save as many 
cents] This is particulary true when/ the 
court records-show that public service,corp­
orations expend huge sums in legal services 
toifight off.the payment of claims for dam-, 
agies alleged to have been sustained; by pas­
sengers .through neglect or carelessness, on 
the part'of the companies’ employes.

P There are other cases in the courts where- 
ini nt .times it appears that "the game is not 
worth the candle” in case of a suit instituted 
by] or against, such’a public service company. 
But there are some laws of which the public 
hafe little knowledge that may be violated, 
ei'Inin a charitable way, only at the risk of 
prosecution on the part of the State or Fed­
eral Government. A recent instance of such 
a condition is that in which a railroad com­
pany in New York is reported to have spent 
several hundred dollars in an effort to col­
lect a bill of ninety-five cents. This looked 
like an absolute waste of funds, oh the part 
of I the corporation, and for the sole benefit 
of the lawyers, employed on its legal staff. 
But it develops that two years'ago a women 
passenger entered, one of the company's cars 
without having taken the precaution to pro­
vide herself with the necessary funds to pay 
her fare.

: .is a violation of, law, subject to a fine 
of §1,000, to carry a passenger without com­
pensation.
