Probably few people realize that a gas price war is in
progress in Barrington. Strangely, nearly all if not all of the
itations are the aggressors, and at the same time the losers.

For nearly half a year the local price of regular gasoline
’has been 19 cents a gallon. About a week ago, the stations
‘cut the price to 17.6 cents a gallon; but without getting any
lower price from the wholesalers.

The fact bchind the situation is that in the matter of

price has been below the Barrington price. In fact the divid-
ing line in the motor fuel price zones has been a point be-
tween Palatine and Barrington.

Now the stations are selling at a lower price but are
cutting into their profits to do it.
