Whitehead has 
received a MacArthur Fellowship, Guggenheim Fellowship, 
the Library of Congress Prize for American Fiction, among 
many others. He has taught at Columbia University, Princeton 
University, Wesleyan University, and several others, and has 
been Writer-in-Residence at Vassar College, the University of 
Richmond, and University of Wyoming.
